“What then is the viewer supposed to understand 

from your paintings? 

I have no idea. This is something that I can’t control at all. I mean, I have an idea 
about what I would like to paint, whether it’s a word, a person or an abstraction. 
But I’m not really communicating anything to the viewer, the viewer has to be 
communicated to by the painting. It’s not that I give away responsibility, or remove 
responsibility out of hand, I try to make a painting that hopefully will move people. 
But what people understand, or any sense of meaning, I have no idea. I’m fasci-
nated by that, but of course I hope that people get something from the paintings. 
The other way of looking at that would be, that I can never be around all my paint-
ings at the same time, so I won’t be able to take responsibility of explaining them, 
or making them coherent to people. I always see my paintings as possibilities, it’s 
very much about possible effect or affect – being moved by them.”
